TRAVEL  

 

Although international flights mostly arrive at the larger airports in Rome and Mi-

lan, with daily connections to Florence airport (Amerigo Vespucci -  Peretola air-

port), students can also fly to Pisa airport, easily connected by train to Florence 

(an hour travel).  

There is also an extensive train network allowing students to reach all major 

towns and cities. Regular ferry connections link the Italian mainland to the islands 

of Sardinia and Sicily.  

PASSPORTS  & V ISAS  

 

Non -EU visitors to Italy need a valid Passport. The 

maximum length of stay is 90 days. For longer stays, 

students will need a study visa and must apply for a 

residence permit on arrival in Italy.  

 

EU visitors can enter Italy with a national identity 

card.  

CULTURAL  HERITAGE  

 

Florence is considered the birthplace of the Renaissance and is world renowned 

for its beauty and artistic heritage. From Brunelleschiôs astonishing Duomo cathe-

dral to the Mediciôs city residence Palazzo Pitti and its Boboli Gardens, no city can 

offer such a vast amount of culture in a charming small city atmosphere where 

almost everything is within a 20 minute walk.

Italy is a Mediterranean country in the south 

of Europe and is divided into 20 regions, 18 

of which are on the mainland and two, Sar-

dinia and Sicily, which represent the main 

islands.
